Update for Field Day
2020

Field Day 2020 at the historic Fort Wayne has been
approved by the Board of Directors of the Fort. It is

still unclear whether or not the Fort will be open to
the public. A lot will depend on the state's current
orders in effect at the time. Operators at the stations
in the Fort may need to take precautions. We will do
whatever we can to avoid the need to wear masks, as
that would be probably real miserable in the heat of
the summer and the heat of competition! The meal
on Saturday evening will most likely not happen, and
operators will have to provide their own food and
drink.

To reduce the chances of stations causing interference to each other, we are requesting that if
you have HF band pass filters, please loan them for the weekend to FWRC's Field Day operation.
If you can build filters, we would greatly appreciate that. For VHF, if you have strip line filters
or can build some, please do. Also, we need common mode chokes, at least two per station, so if
you have any to contribute, please do. Multiple generators would be another way to isolate the
stations. FWRC may purchase enough ferrite toriods to equip all power supplies. Analog power
supplies are also requested, as switching power supplies often do not have the proper isolation
from AC line to DC output. Speakers, keys, and mics also need ferrite chokes to minimize

interference. Watch for announcements, on-the-air planning meetings, and more details!
